3:00 PM – Lunch at Gostilna Pr' Železnk

5:30 PM – Visit the Liznjek Farm Museum 

Head back to Kranjska Gora to visit the Liznjek Museum, a beautifully preserved 17th-century farmhouse 

that offers a glimpse into traditional Alpine life. Explore the old living quarters, farm tools, and learn about 

the customs and culture of the region.
